environment. Through some
meditation exercises she tried to
activate all senses, which we have
and showed us the distinction
between subjective and objective
perception of our environment.

It inspired me to make three
performances, in which according
to Ivan Vyskocil's concept of living
our subjectivity through public
loneliness | am asking myself,
how can | perceive my subjectivity,
what is self-reflection, notice itself,

sound environment and sound
itself. It’s about myself and one
walk through the city. It’s about my
closed eyes in the draft. It’s about
breathing and the sound of grass
in the hands. Leafness on ground.
It’s myself.

Sonic Rorschach

With a white or random noise
generator, flood a darkened room
with white noise for thirty minutes
or much longer. A prerecorded
tape or mechanical source such
as an air compressor may be
substituted for the generator.
